Dispatches from the Territorial 
Governor by Sweetwater Jack 

Been snooping around on the SASS Wire T/G page for stuff to 
discuss and came up with a rather odd thing. 
Nearly every match we shoot these days has at LEAST one stage 
where we are directed to perform a  "sweep" of the  pistol or rifle 
targets, and sometimes even on shotgun targets, and it 
USUALLY calls for a "Nevada Sweep".  Ever wonder where the 
term "Nevada Sweep" comes from?   So did I.  Now we know that 
a "progressive sweep" calling for shooting the first target once, the 
second target twice and the third and fourth targets three and four 
times, can also be called a "Lawrence Welk Sweep", from the old 
band leaders "A one and a two and a three, and a four".  (Sorry if 
you are too young to have ever heard of Lawrence Welk and his 
orchestra).  But why "Nevada"?   Because it was originated by 
"Beans", SASS #316 from.....you guessed it... NEVADA!  And 
here's HIS ORIGINAL definition: 
  
Nevada Sweep: Originated by Beans (SASS#316, NV), and 
sometimes described as “the most common of cowboy sweeps.” In 
a post on the SASS Wire, Beans said, “... It is always meant to be 
shot left to right unless the stage directions state otherwise.” The 
Nevada Sweep always requires an odd number of rounds, and 
involves sweeping from one end of the row of targets to the other 
and back without double tapping. Five shots on three targets, 1-2-3-
2-1. Seven shots on four targets, 1-2-3-4-3-2-1. Nine shots on five 
targets, 1-2-3-4-5-4-3-2-1.      Interesting, eh? 
The following point came up at a club down South:.  

"Recently we had a stage that called for: "Nevada Sweep the three 
targets with each revolver". Non-Gunfighters did 2 Nevada sweeps, 
starting on an end target with each. The Gunfighter did a 
continuous Nevada sweep. He therefore did not shoot the targets in 
the same order as the non-Gunfighters. To do that he would have 
had to double tap the end target, or start with shot 6 at the other 
end. He said what he did was legal as the description did not say 
you could not do a continuous Nevada sweep.  Was he right? I had 
believed that gunfighters had to do target order the same as non-
Gunfighters. As it did not say continuous, no one else did it 
continuous." 

 As usual, the rest of us turned to Palewolf Brunelle, for a 
definitive answer.  
"Gunfighters MUST  engage the targets in the same order as 
every other category. 
This generally translates "first revolver" to "firs t 5 shots" & 
"2nd revolver = 2nd five shots". 
The scenario was specific re: "Nevada Sweep the 3 targets with 
EACH revolver", which precludes a 10 round continuous Nevada 
sweep. 
He was WRONG...that would be a "Procedural" for engaging 
the targets out of order. 
 
Gunfighters are expected to KNOW and FOLLOW the rules 
for their category without specific instructions."
